BOARD MEETING

November 12, 2003

President Gene Johnson called the meeting to order in the home of Terry and Michelle Brennan.  The meeting began with a moment of silence and a prayer.

MEMBERS PRESENT at the meeting were Barbara Gulley, Tom Coleman, Jack Nance, Paul Shepherd, Barbara Bonham, Bill Gooden, Terry Brennan, Debbie Scott Hyde, and Elsa Tankersley. HOMEOWNERS PRESENT were Kathy Worley, David Bonham, Michelle Brennan, Mark Koss, Sylvia Johnson, Chuck Stephens, Jerry Hickman and Pat Gross.

MINUTES from the October 14 meeting were read and approved.  Motion was made by Barbara Gulley and seconded by Tom Coleman.  Minutes from the August 27 meeting were read and approved.  Motion was made by Barbara Gulley and seconded by Jack Nance.

TREASURERS/BUDGET report was given by Elsa Tankersley.  Motion to approve was made by Barbara Gulley and seconded by Tom Coleman.  Elsa stated that any future projects will be bid by several contractors.  She asked for permission to put the bills that have been paid in the appropriate account categories.

STANDING COMMITTEE REPORTS

BEAUTIFICATION

Kathy Worley gave a brief history of the community.  She explained that in 1996 a survey was put out into the community asking residents what they wanted to see happen in this area.  Beautification went to OSU for horticulture advice.  Glen Short did a long-range plan for the neighborhood.

Kathy stated that Eastlake Circle has a problem.  Beautification is considering doing some plantings in the lake to conceal the apartments that front along MacArthur.  There are almost enough funds to look at building a pavilion in Commodore Park.  Pat Gross asked if walking paths would be constructed in the park.  She was told that this was lower on the improvement list than repairing the entry signs.  Debbie Scott Hyde asked if a better lock could be installed on the storage building.  She said that her handyman said he could repair the existing lock.  Gene Johnson said to get a bid on this.  Gene asked Kathy to bring a priority list to the next meeting.  Kathy said that the permits to improve the lift station are in process.

DAM

Mark Koss reported that the bids on the caps are underway.  There is a fence along the dam that should not be there.  Mark said the board needs to send a letter to the homeowner requesting that the fence be removed and that the resident quite siphoning water from the lake.

LAKE MAINTENANCE

Tom Coleman stated there was nothing to report.

LAKE SAFETY

David Bonham stated there was nothing to report.

SOCIAL

Debbie Scott-Hyde handed out the first Ski Island newsletter.  She said the ads in the newsletter would be $25.  She said that she needs to be given guidelines for when and what to do when people in the community are ill.  Debbie reported that the annual picnic raised $718.

WELCOME

Linda Daxon was not present to give a report.

ARCHITECTURAL

Bud Breeding was not present to give a report.

TELEPHONE

Barbara Gulley stated that there was no report.

OLD BUSINESS

Jerry Hickman was present to talk about the carport that he built on his home on Eastlake Drive.  He reported that he had lost part of his roof in a storm so it was an opportunity to begin his expansion project.  According to the plans, he met the city requirements for the setback.  He said that neighbors on either side of him had approved his carport and so he had passed the plans along to Jack Nance for Board approval.  Jack reported back to Jerry that the Board had okayed the plans pending approval from the Architectural Committee.  Bud Breeding of the Architectural Committee found that the plans for the carport were not in compliance with the Covenants.    The City does not consider the carport part of the dwelling.  Code says that a structure can go beyond the property line 24 feet as long as three sides are open.  According to Bud, the carport, by its attachment to the dwelling, it becomes a part of the dwelling and does not meet the setback rules for the Ski Island covenants.  Mark Koss stated that Jerry’s plans were drawn up 12 years ago and he had 12 years to seek the board’s approval.  Mark asked why he waited so long to seek approval.  Jerry stated that he had not had the finances for the addition before now.  Pat Gross said that the Covenants state the board must approve the plans within 30 days in writing or they are deemed approved.  Bud Breeding’s letter to Jerry Hickman was not within 30 days of the submittal date of the plans to the Board.  Barbara Gulley moved that the carport be approved based on Section I of the Covenants stating that the Board did not act within the 30 day time period.  Tom Coleman seconded the motion.  David Bonham stated that he does not want this to set a precedent for other carports that have been built totally without plans being submitted for approval.  He said the Board needs to clarify that future homeowners be warned to seek approval from the Board prior to construction.  Gene Johnson said that he did not deem this as setting a precedent.  The motion was voted on and passed unanimously.

Jerry Hickman said that there were no hard feelings on his part and he did not want to be considered hostile.  Tom Coleman said that it is our responsibility to make sure all new homeowners comply with the Covenants.  They should be informed that construction must be approved prior to commencement.  A copy of the Covenants should be given at the time of closing to each new homeowner.

In other old business, the island repairs are completed and the trees trimming is done.

NEW BUSINESS

Bill Gooden sent letters to 135 homeowners for updates for the new directory.  To date, he has received only 79 replies.

There is construction on the Barreto home at 10205 Ski Drive.  A tree fell on the Browning house and was paid for by the Barretos.  The Barreto home has not extended from the original foundation, but a second story is being added.  The entire downstairs will now be glass.  The home needs to be brought up to comply with the Section I standards of the Covenants.  It was stated that action must be taken as soon as possible to comply with the 30-day response time required by the Board.

Pat Gross said that people have known construction was underway.  Why doesn’t the board approach people as soon as this happens?  Gene Johnson stated that he went to talk to the Barretos as soon as he was aware of the construction.  He explained to the Barretos that they have violated the Covenants by not submitting plans to the Board prior to construction.  He said that he was given plans within one week of his request.

Tom Coleman said that the Board needs to let it be known that from here forward, plans must be submitted for construction.  He also mentioned that homes in Ski Island are supposed to be only “owner occupied.”  He said that this needs to be enforced and it currently is not.

Gene Johnson said that any issue brought before this board in writing will be looked into.  Jack Nance said that the Board should find out the homes that are not owner occupied and send them letters that they are not in compliance of the Ski Island Covenants.  Paul Shepherd asked how we find out who is not an owner.  It was decided that the Board needs to keep an ongoing list of this information.

Terry Brennan made a motion to adjourn the meeting.  This was seconded by Barbara Gulley.  The next meeting will be held Tuesday, December 9 at 7:30 PM at the home of Debbie Scott Hyde at 10501 Ski Drive.
