BOARD MEETING

December 9, 2003

President Gene Johnson called the meeting to order in the home of Philip and Debbie Scott Hyde .  The meeting began with a moment of silence.

MEMBERS PRESENT at the meeting were Gene Johnson, Barbara Gulley, Jack Nance, Paul Shepherd, Bill Gooden, Debbie Scott Hyde.  Pat Gross was present to take minutes for Barbara Bonham who was unable to attend.  HOMEOWNERS PRESENT were Mark Koss.

MINUTES from the November 12 meeting were read and approved.  Motion was made by Barbara Gulley and seconded by Paul Shepherd.

TREASURERS REPORT was dispensed with.

STANDING COMMITTEE REPORTS

BEAUTIFICATION

Kathy Worley was not present to give a report.

LAKE MAINTENANCE

Tom Coleman was not present to give a report.

LAKE SAFETY

David Bonham was not present to give a report.

SOCIAL

Debbie Scott-Hyde reported that this was a very busy month so no one was able to get together for a meeting.  The Social Committee will meet next month to decide on an appropriate memorial gift for the death of an immediate family member of a resident.  Debbie reported that Dee Gower’s mother passed away so she will send a gift.  Barbara Gulley reported the death of Del Brown.  Debbie also reported that Marcie Higbie is in a nursing home in Edmond recovering from a broken hip she received in a fall.  Debbie took her a gift card from Wal-Mart.  It was reported that Jim Gunning was just released from the hospital.  

Three families have called to request a stop from Santa.  Tom Coleman volunteered to be Santa.

WELCOME

Linda Daxon was not present to give a report.

ARCHITECTURAL

Bud Breeding was not present to give a report, but submitted a letter in reference to the Barreto project.  The letter questioned whether or not there was a building permit.  Gene Johnson stated that there was a permit.  There was a discussion of the Barreto’s building project.  Barbara Gulley asked if building plans were on grid paper.  It was reported that they are.  There was discussion regarding the exterior of the home.  It is not 75% veneer.  It was originally built without the veneer.  Gene Johnson was not sure if the Covenants stated a requirement for veneer.  Barbara Gulley said it was allowed to be built that way because it was built before the Covenants were established.  Gene Johnson thought that the building project would be an improvement and would be an asset to the neighborhood.  Gene stated that he does have the paperwork that Mr. Barreto paid for the damages to the Browning property.  Gene said that he will send a letter to inform the Brownings of the Board’s actions.

Paul Shepherd stated that the current plans and building project not be approved.  Bill Gooden made a motion to approve the building project.  There was no second.  For lack of a second, the motion died.  Paul Shepherd made a motion that a complete set of architectural plans be submitted to the board for review and approval.   An amendment to the motion was made that the architectural plans that were approved by the city be presented to the board, prior to any board approval.  Barbara Gulley seconded the motion.  Motion was approved.

Paul Shepherd stated that the board should establish a baseline or framework for future building project issues.  Bill Gooden stated that the board needs to establish the standards and inform all the residents in Ski Island so that they aware that any future projects must be approved by the board prior to construction.

Gene Johnson stated that he wants an article in the next newsletter discussing the Covenants.

TELEPHONE

Barbara Gulley stated that there was no report.

DAM

Mark Koss reported that Gene Johnson has someone to bid on the caps.  He reported that there were two certified letters mailed this month.  

1. One letter was sent to Mike Keifer regarding his 16 trees.  He has not picked up his letter from the Post Office.

2. The second letter was sent to Mike Ramsey.  He received his letter and sent a response.  He stated that he owns the property that the fence is on and he is not planning on removing it.  Mark stated that we do not have a problem as long as the fence remains above the ground.  Mark sent a response letter stating that we have no objection to the fence as long as it is easily removable in case of an emergency.  Mark also informed him that the sprinkler system would be subject to approval at the inspection next year.  Mark reminded him that he did not address the issue of siphoning in his response letter and that he needs to make sure that this does not continue.

Barbara Gulley asked if the sprinkler system is off the dam.  Mark said no.  Currently the sprinkler is in the ground up to the top of the dam.  Mark also stated that the inspector said it was not a bad idea because it helps to contribute to having foliage on the dam.

NEW BUSINESS

Gene Johnson read a letter from Chuck Stephens who thanked the board for the courtesy shown to Jerry Hickman at the last board meeting.  He also complimented the board on their professionalism as a board.

Barbara Gulley asked what action was being taken regarding the beavers.  She said that she has had a number of calls concerning them.  Gene Johnson has discussed this with Tom Coleman, but doesn’t know if anything has been done.  Jack Nance stated that they are not a protected species so they can be trapped.  Paul Shepherd said that he would work with Tom Coleman on the beaver problem.

Bill Gooden stated that the new Ski Island Phone Directories are almost done.  The cost for printing, envelopes and postage is:

Cost will increase to include the Lake Rules and Bylaws.  An informal vote was taken and it was decided to include Rules and Bylaws.  Motion was made by Barbara Gulley to print 200 copies of the Directory and to include the Rules and Bylaws.  This was seconded by Debbie Scott Hyde.  Motion passed.  Gene Johnson, Jack Nance and Pat Gross will take care of the distribution of the directories to the homeowners.  Kathy Worley will be asked to make labels for the envelopes.  The envelopes will include a Christmas greeting from the Ski Island Lake Club.

Debbie Scott Hyde reported that her handyman looked at the storage building to see if the doors could be secured.  He said it would be around $100 to repair.  This cost would include stabilizing the door and installing a new lock.  It was decided that 1 new estimate is needed which includes repairing the exterior gate.  Debbie said that she would contact her handyman for the additional estimate.

Gene Johnson made a motion to adjourn the meeting, seconded by Paul Shepherd.
