SPECIAL BOARD MEETING

January 18, 2005

President Gene Johnson called the meeting to order in his home.

MEMBERS PRESENT at the meeting were Gene Johnson, Jack Nance, Barbara Bonham, Barbara Gulley, Paul Shepherd, Tom Coleman, Debbie Scott Hyde, Terry Brennan and Doug Danvers. 

HOMEOWNERS PRESENT were David Bonham and Sylvia Johnson.

Gene stated that the purpose of this meeting was to finalize plans for the Special Meeting of the Homeowners scheduled for February 1, 7:00 PM at James L. Dennis Elementary School, located at 11800 James L. Dennis Drive.  

Absentee voting will begin January 22 and run daily until February 1 from 5:00 PM to 7:00 PM in the home of Phil and Debbie Scott Hyde located at 10501 Ski Drive.  Absentee voting on February 1 will be from 4:00 to 6:00 PM.

After considerable discussion about payment methods of the $450 assessment, Paul Shepherd made a motion that, if the assessment were approved, payments of at least $150 would be due from homeowners on February 15, March 15 and April 15.  Jack Nance seconded the motion.  Motion was passed.  This is to be stated on the ballot.

The Board decided that the ballot for the assessment will have both a Yes and a No option for the $450 assessment and will include the payment method stated above.  The ballot will read as follows:  Are you in favor of the $450 assessment for the island restoration project as recommended by the Board of Directors?  There will be a Yes box and a No Box for residents to check.  Doug Danvers was appointed as chairman of the balloting.

The Board decided that the first flyer to be mailed to residents would be the legal notification of a “Special Meeting” and would be postmarked by Friday or Saturday, January 21 or 22 at the latest.  David Bonham is to provide a photo to illustrate the “before” and “after” plans for the islands.  Terry Brennan is to provide the remainder of the information for the flyer.  The second flyer to be mailed will contain more detailed information about the island restoration project.
