BOARD MEETING

August 9, 2005
President Gene Johnson called the meeting to order in his home.  Meeting began with a moment of silence and a meditative reading.
MEMBERS PRESENT at the meeting were Barbara Gulley, Paul Shepherd, Barbara Bonham, Jack Nance, Tom Coleman, Debbie Scott Hyde and Doug Danvers.  Tom Coleman had to leave the meeting at 8:00.  He said that August would be the last month that he has to leave early.
HOMEOWNERS PRESENT were Pam Nance, Elsa Tankersley, George and Gloria Counselman, Pat Gross, Sherry Gooden, Bill Bonelli, Glen Boyer, Phil and Joyce Anderson, Vicki and Jassa Langford, Sylvia Johnson, Mark Koss, Jon Blickenstaff and David Bonham.
MINUTES from the June 14 Board Meeting, the June 28 Special Meeting and the July 12 Board meeting were read and approved.  Motion to approve the June minutes was made by Tom Coleman, and seconded by Barbara Gulley.  Motion to approve the June 28 meeting minutes was made by Paul Shepherd and seconded by Barbara Gulley.  Motion to approve the July 12 minutes was made by Jack Nance and seconded by Barbara Gulley.  All minutes were approved by the Board.
TREASURER’S REPORT was given by Elsa Tankersley.  Elsa stated that the budget needs to be prepared for the Annual Meeting.  Barbara Gulley made a motion to approve the Treasurers report.  Paul Shepherd seconded the motion.  Report was approved by the Board.
STANDING COMMITTEE REPORTS

BEAUTIFICATION/CAPITAL IMPROVEMENT

There is no chairman at this time.

LAKE MAINTENANCE

Tom Coleman reported that he, Glen Short, Dennis Dunham and Randy Gulley placed brush piles around four buoys.  Tom installed two more fountains in the coves.  He had to hire an electrician to put in the breaker boxes.  There is one more fountain to be installed.  Tom is waiting on the OK from Jerry Hickman to install the last one.  The coves where the fountains have been placed should have no more odors and should have clearer water.  The placement of the fountains was based upon health needs – bacteria count in the water and foul odors.
LAKE SAFETY

David Bonham presented the changes in the boating rules that were put together by the Lake Safety Committee.  Jack Nance voiced concern over the method for properly measuring a 6” wake.  Barbara Bonham made a motion to approve the changes in the boat rules presented by the Safety Committee.  Paul Shepherd seconded the motion.  Tom Coleman pointed out that the homeowners can question the changes at the Annual Meeting.  Jack Nance stated that he was all for these changes but thinks the community should have some input on the changes.  Debbie Scott Hyde asked if the changes were approved tonight would they be handed out at the Annual Meeting or prior to the Annual Meeting.  Doug Danvers suggested that there be a compromise, that the changes be voted on with the exception of changes of rule #22.  David Bonham stated that approving the rules at this time does not prevent further changes at the Annual Meeting or at a later date, but shows that the Safety Committee is trying to listen to the community.  A vote was taken and the changes in the boating rules were unanimously approved by the Board.
DAM

Jack Nance reported that all gates on the dam are now working.  All Star Electric came out and opened the box and fixed the electrical problem for a total of $1070.  One repair method for the leaks in the dam has been tried and failed.  There are other methods that can be tried but it is difficult to repair with the water level up.  Jack is currently working on finding a way to fix the leaks.

Terry Brennan is the new chairman and was not present to give a report.
WELCOME

Vicki Langford reported that she needs help finding out who the new residents in the neighborhood are so that she can deliver the welcome packets.  She is still working a proposal to have block captains to help welcome the people in each area and to contribute articles to a newsletter.
ARCHITECTURAL

Bud Breeding was not present to give a report.

ISLAND RESTORATION COMMITTEE

David Bonham reported that he is working with the Corps of Engineers to send a speaker to the Annual Meeting to address the shoreline erosion problems here at Ski Island.
NEW BUSINESS

Jack Nance made a motion that we go out of procedure to discuss a proposal presented by Gloria Counselman to supersede the petition submitted by Sherry Gooden regarding banning certain boats from the Ski Island Lake.  Barbara Gulley seconded the motion.  There was considerable discussion.  After discussion, Paul Shepherd made a motion to go back into regular procedure.  Barbara Gulley seconded this.  

Gloria Counselman stated that she was going to withdraw her motion and refile it with different wording.  Barbara Bonham made a motion that the Board hires an engineering firm at a cost of no more than $3500 to explore the shoreline erosion problem, the wakes and the effects of boating on the shoreline.  Doug Danvers seconded the motion.  The motion was approved, with Barbara Gulley abstaining.

Meeting to prepare the agenda for the Annual Meeting was set for August 16 at 7:00 PM at Doug Danvers home.  Barbara Bonham made a motion to adjourn.  This was seconded by Debbie Scott Hyde.  Meeting was adjourned.
