BOARD MEETING

August 16, 2005
President Gene Johnson called the meeting to order in the home of Jack and Pam Nance.  Meeting began with a moment of silence and the serenity prayer.
MEMBERS PRESENT at the meeting were Gene Johnson, Barbara Gulley, Paul Shepherd, Barbara Bonham, Jack Nance, Tom Coleman, Debbie Scott Hyde and Doug Danvers.  

HOMEOWNERS PRESENT were Pam Nance,  George and Gloria Counselman, Sherry Gooden, Bill Bonelli, Glenn Boyer, Phil Anderson, Sylvia Johnson, Mark Koss, David Bonham, Arthur Wadleigh, Aysha Almueti, David Ecker and George Philopoulos.
Tom Coleman made a motion that the Board go out of procedure for discussion of a Resolution presented to the Board by Phil Anderson, Allen Arms, Jon Blickenstaff, Terry Brennan, David Ecker, Barbara Gulley, Mark Koss and Marilyn Porter.  Barbara Gulley seconded the motion.  Motion was approved.  There was considerable discussion.  Paul Shepherd made a motion that the Board go back into procedure.  Doug Danvers seconded this.  Motion to return to procedure was approved.

Debbie Scott Hyde made a motion to amend the Resolution presented to the Board.  Motion died for lack of a second.  Doug Danvers made a motion to adopt the Resolution presented to the Board. Barbara Gulley seconded the motion.  The motion to accept the Resolution was unanimously approved by the Board.  

A proposal to amend Article IV, Section 8 and Section 9 of the By-Laws was presented by Doug Danvers for approval to appear on the ballot of the Annual Meeting on September 12.  Paul Shepherd made a motion to accept the proposal.  Barbara Gulley seconded the motion.  Mark Koss suggested that the suggested change be changed to a super majority which is 60% or more of those attending, rather than just a majority of votes cast  Paul Shepherd stated that the problem with a super majority is that it can be dictated by a minority with control.  He stated that the key is the participation of the community.  Motion was voted on and approved to be placed on the ballot at the Annual Meeting.

A proposal to add a new section to Article II of the existing By-Laws regarding Robert’s Rules of Orders was presented by Barbara Gulley for approval to appear on the ballot of the Annual Meeting.  Doug Danvers made a motion to approve this proposal for the ballot.  Debbie Scott Hyde seconded the motion.  Motion was approved by the Board. 

A proposal to amend Article IV, Section 9 of the By-Laws was presented by Gloria Counselman for approval to appear on the ballot of the Annual Meeting.  Gloria wanted the section to read “homeowners in good standing.”  Proposal died for lack of a motion.

A proposal to add a section to Article IV of the By-Laws which deals with term limits for Board members and length of a presidency was proposed by Pat Gross for approval to appear on the ballot of the Annual Meeting.  Jack Nance made a motion to approve this proposal for the ballot.  Barbara Bonham seconded the motion.  Tom Coleman asked if there had been a problem in the past with a president being in office too long.  It was discussed that these two issues should be voted on separately.  Jack Nance and Barbara Bonham withdrew their original motion.  Jack then made a motion to approve the proposal for term limits for board members to appear on the ballot.  Barbara Bonham seconded this motion.  Motion was approved with a count of five to two.  Tom Coleman made a motion to approve the proposal for limiting the length of a president’s term.  Barbara Gulley seconded this motion.  Motion was approved by five, opposed by two.
Gene Johnson announced that the following residents would be running for the Board at the Annual Meeting:

Gloria Counselman, Glenn Boyer, Paul Shepherd, Philip Hyde, Phil Anderson and George Philopolous.  Gene stated that he needed to receive biographies on each of these people so that they can be published prior to the Annual Meeting.  

George Philopolous stated that he is adding on to his house and would like to know the proper procedure for him to obtain approval from the Board for his addition.  He was told to take his drawings to Gene Johnson and Gene would proceed from that point.

Tom Coleman made a motion to set a committee as proposed in the Resolution approved by the Board earlier in the evening for educational purposes.  Tom made a motion that the committee be comprised of Terry Brennan, Mark Koss, David Ecker, David Bonham and others who may be interested.  Debbie Scott Hyde seconded the motion.  Motion was approved by the Board.

Barbara Gulley asked about the budget to be presented at the Annual Meeting.  Gene Johnson stated that he would have numbers by the first of next week and that he would contact Board members when he does.  Gene stated that he is still waiting for approval from Hefner Middle School as the venue for the Annual Meeting on September 12 at 7:30 PM.

Paul Shepherd made a motion to adjourn.  Barbara Gulley seconded the motion.  Motion was approved.
