BOARD MEETING

October 11, 2005

MINUTES from the Annual meeting and the Board meeting on October 3 were not yet available.
TREASURER’S REPORT was presented by Paul Shepherd.  Terry Brennan made a motion that the report be accepted.  This was seconded by Barbara Gulley.  Report was approved.
Prior to Committee reports, Gene Johnson presented three items of business to be finalized by the Board so that he could turn over all documents from his presidency.  These were all items that had previously been approved but needed to be signed off by the Board.  The landscaping contract, although it had already expired, was approved by the Board.
Mark Koss presented a draft of the first Safety Seminar to be presented to the Community.  He requested that we present a gift to the speakers. BEAUTIFICATION/CAPITAL IMPROVEMENT

George volunteered to get bids on replacing the Entry signs.
LAKE MAINTENANCE

Tom Coleman asked that people not move the fountains, but call him if there is a problem.  Paul Shepherd reported that there have been a number of people fishing on Pelican Drive.  He suggested that we put up some “No Fishing” signs in this area.  Tom reported that he has been pricing rip rap.  He said that approximately 15 tons of rip rap is $700.  Tom reported that the water pipe for the South Shore sprinkler is broken in the lake by Dee Gower’s house.  He is going to check the cost to repair it.  Tom reported that Jassa and Vicki Langford have a boat they are willing to donate to the Association to be used as a work boat.  David Bonham will contact them regarding the paperwork transfer.  It was suggested that perhaps the boat could be stored in the boat slip of a resident who doesn’t own a boat.
LAKE SAFETY

David Bonham reported that the Safety committee is in process of planning seminars.  He asked if we should combine safety classes with boat education.  Barbara Gulley stated that a number of people do not know how to drive the boats they currently own.  Tom Coleman asked if we are banning the boats with 6” wakes or larger.  He said there needs to be a definition of when and where the wake is measured.  David Bonham stated that there is a video and a classroom course available on Safe Boating from the state Department of Public Safety.

Jack Nance reported that there is one more bill to pay.  One additional section of the dam had to be redone.  He said that there is some leaking under the west side gates.

She distributed information forms for families to fill out and turn in.  Gail Cook said that Block parties were currently being planned for later this month.
