BOARD MEETING

July 11, 2006
President Paul Shepherd called the meeting to order in the home of Tom and Lori Coleman.  The meeting began with a moment of silence and a prayer.
MEMBERS PRESENT at the meeting were Barbara Gulley, Paul Shepherd, Jack Nance, Barbara Bonham, Doug Danvers, Terry Brennan and George Philopoulos.  Tom Coleman was out of town.
HOMEOWNERS PRESENT were David Bonham, Vicki Langford, Linda Daxon and Pat Gross.
MINUTES (which had been revised) from the June 13 meeting were read and approved.  Motion to approve was made by Barbara Gulley and seconded by Doug Danvers.  
TREASURER’S REPORT was presented by Vicki Langford.  Motion to accept the report was made by Barbara Bonham and seconded by Jack Nance.  Report was approved.  Vicki stated that she would like to see the Annual Meeting changed to April rather than September because the fiscal year end is June 30.    
BEAUTIFICATION/CAPITAL IMPROVEMENT

George Philopoulos stated that there was nothing to report at this time.
LAKE MAINTENANCE

Tom Coleman reported that the lake level is back up due to recent rains.  He stated that some of the fountains need lights and cleaning.  Tom reported that he will be out of town for 2 to 3 weeks.  Terry Brennan stated that he would replace a bulb in the fountain behind Paul Shepherd’s home on Ski Drive.  Terry stated that he would check the cost of testing water for bacteria and heavy metal.
LAKE SAFETY

David Bonham reported that there have been no infractions on the lake.  Barbara Gulley reported that there have been young swimmers swimming without jackets.  She said that they are not good swimmers and that we should find out who they are. 
DAM

Jack Nance stated that there are still some leaks coming through the weir boards on the dam.
SOCIAL

Terry Brennan stated that there is nothing to report at this time.
BLOCK CAPTAIN
Vicki Langford reported that there may be October block parties held again this year.
ARCHITECTURAL

Bud Breeding was not present to give a report.

OLD BUSINESS
GOOSE RELOCATION – 

King Pest Control relocated 193 geese to the wetlands in the S.E. part of Oklahoma.  This was done for the previously agreed cost of $2,000.  Someone reported seeing 38 geese on the lake on July 5 – after the relocation took place.

ISLAND FUND AND UPDATE BIDS – It has been agreed by the entire board that the best method for fixing the islands is shoreline management.  A rough estimate at this time is $35,000.  This includes purchase of a barge for transporting materials.  This does not include any plantings or any other extras.  This is a bare bones estimate.  Based on these figures, this would be a cost of $264 per household (130 homes).  A proposal is still being drawn up for the Annual Meeting in September.

SECURITY – Tom Coleman reported that Sgt. Frank Torres is the coordinator for the marked patrol units.  At the present time, the patrol is working 8 hours per week on the weekends.  It has been reported that within 30 minutes after the Patrol started, traffic dropped to almost nothing in the problem areas and throughout the neighborhood.  The cost is $25 per hour, at a maximum cost of $2400 to be spent out of this year’s budget.

NEIGHBORHOOD WATCH – Terry Brennan is working with Sgt. Epperley to set up training for our neighborhood.  It was decided that it would be most beneficial to have the training after the Annual Meeting so that the residents who attend the meeting will have more information about this program.
NEW BUSINESS

Philip Hyde has resigned from the Board due to selling his house and moving.  Notice was sent through the neighborhood asking for volunteers to replace Philip.  None were received.  Terry Brennan made a motion to nominate Phil Anderson to replace Philip Hyde.  Barbara Bonham seconded the motion.  Phil was contacted and agreed to serve if elected.  He was approved by the Board unanimously to serve a two year term replacing Philip Hyde.  Board members whose terms expire in September are Doug Danvers, Terry Brennan and Barbara Bonham.
Tom Coleman made a motion to reinstate Doug Danvers as Vice President.  Terry Brennan seconded this.  This was approved by the Board, with Doug and Paul Shepherd abstaining.

Doug Danvers made a motion for the owners of 10500 Admiral Drive to be advised that they need to remove the deck that was built without an OKC building permit and was built on Association property.  Tom Coleman seconded the motion so that it could be discussed.  Paul Shepherd made a motion to table this motion until owner of property is contacted in writing and a legal opinion is made on the matter.  Barbara Gulley seconded this motion.  Motion was passed by a vote of 6 to 1.
Terry Brennan made a motion to approve a shed structure and concrete pad under construction in his yard.  Barbara Bonham seconded this.  This was approved by the Board.

A committee was formed to review structures in the neighborhood.  This committee is made up of Linda Daxon, Barbara Gulley, Tom Coleman and Doug Danvers.  It was agreed that letters need to be send to Marilyn Porter and to the Clicks to request that their yards be mowed.
A workshop for the Board is being held on July 25 at the home of Paul and Laura Shepherd.  This workshop is to plan for the agenda of the Annual Meeting.
Barbara Bonham made a motion to adjourn.  Next meeting will be held on August 8, 2006 at 7:00 PM at the home of George and Grace Philopoulos, 6400 Captains Drive.
